3. Exhibitors may enter no more than eight (8) pieces in the Art & Photography
Show and no more than two (2) items in any class, except for Exhibitor's Choice
class in which only one (1) item can be entered.

4. Each item must be framed (matte board and stretch canvas is not considered
framing), wired, and ready to hang on pegboard hooks. Duct tape, masking
tape, and hot glue are not acceptable for holding your frame in place for several
days. Entries not in compliance will not be accepted. I

5. All photographs must be a minimum of 4"x6" (actual photo size) excluding
photo essay, three (3) or more photos make up an essay; photos should all be in
the same frame using a matte board for separation.

6. We will not accept nude artwork or photography. We reserve the right to
refuse any art or photography work that we feel is inappropriate for our
family fair.

7. Any item that is not suitable for hanging with our pegboard hooks, we reserve
the right to refuse.

8. All items must be clearly labeled with name & address (a mailing label on the
back is great). All Artwork and drawings must be clearly labeled with MEDIUM
USED AND VALUE OF ITEM (for insurance).

9. All exhibitors will be charged a $1.00 non-refundable fee.

10. The fair association will not be held responsible for damage done to any
exhibit for any reason.

11. Exhibits will be judged in four (4) age groups: (A) Adult over the age 16, (B)
Youth ages 10-15, (C) Children age 6 -9, and (D) Preschool, 5 and under.

12. All photographs and paintings or drawings must not have been previously
shown at the North Haverhill Fair.

13. All participants must be amateurs. All exhibits must be your own work.
Teachers and professionals are encouraged to exhibit but will not be judged.

14. Prizes are awarded at the discretion of the judges.
